Ageing during 

several months before bottling. 

 

Wine tasting: Fruity, light and fresh wine, with blackberry, 

raspberry and spicy aromas. 

 

Wine and food pairing:  charcuterie, poultry, pizza, cold cooked 

meat, grilled food, or soft rind cheese.
